The catalogue The University Heritage of Serbia is a pioneering
venture that was initiated by the University of Belgrade and de-
signed for both professionals and the general public. It presents
the precious heritage of public universities of the Republic of
Serbia, and at the same time is the first phase of research in
the field of university heritage. The catalogue includes institu-
tions whose heritage is recognized, processed and registered
as a university heritage of Serbia. One should bear in mind that
this publication is only a summarised overview of our rich ac-
ademic inheritance.

University heritage is a dynamic sphere that extends to al-
most all areas of human activities, and represents a set of val-

Therefore, it is invaluable for understand-
ing the history of our universities. The initiative to separately
process academic heritage is not new, but only now with this
catalogue does our university heritage receive its long-deserved
place in the cultural circles of the country. More importantly,
the catalogue indicates the symbolic beginning of new, multi-
disciplinary research in the field of the academic heritage of
Serbia.

The university legacy is a set of tangible and intangible
culture created within the academic community as a result
of teaching and science. The heritage material of faculties
throughout Serbia is heterogeneous and can be classified into

The immovable university
heritage consists of botanical gardens, arboreta, experimen-
tal estates used in academic work, as well as buildings which
represent the jewels of architecture or places where valuable
scientific achievements were developed. The architectural her-
itage of university buildings, many of which have been declared
monuments of culture and are categorised according to their
importance, deserve a special brochure, which is in progress.
Up until now, this, as a separate topic, has mostly been dealt
with in the journal Zaduzbinar, published by the University
of Belgrade.

Libraries are a valuable segment of the university heritage of

The university movable heritage is made up of artistic and
numismatic, scientific and educational collections, i.e. those
created for students and teaching purposes, as well as those
that are the result of scientific research. It is this legacy that is
mostly represented in the catalogue. The diverse collections are
a unique testimony to the development of education, science

and the academic community. At the same time, they provide
information about the government’s attitude towards higher
education and international academic cooperation.

The Collection of Minerals and Rocks, which was donated to
Prince Milo$ Obrenovic¢ by Baron von Herder in 1835 and later
bequethed by the prince to the university, is considered to be
the founding collection of the university heritage in Serbia. Most
of the collection has been preserved to this day and is located
at the Museum of Minerals and Rocks at the Faculty of Min-
ing and Geology, at the University of Belgrade. Later, especially
in the first decades of the last century, colleges and depart-
ments collected objects that were used for the theoretical and

practical training of students. This is still the practice, despite
advanced virtual technologies. After World War 1, universities
were founded throughout Serbia, which represents the second
stage of the creation of university heritage. These young insti-
tutions continue the practice of the University of Belgrade and
create educational and scientific collections and libraries within
their environment.

The process of collecting, as well as the strong commitment
to the creation of special academic units which safeguard in-
herited unique examples of the existence of higher education
institutions, is continuous and has been taking place for almost
180 years. The latest in the series of such examples is the Fac-

and safeguarding a variety of materials that testify to the de-
velopment of legal science in our country.

Through our planned research, in future publications we
hope to highlight collections and museums that have not been
mentioned so far. These include, among others, The Museum
of Moulages at the Faculty of Medicine at the University of Bel-
grade, as well as the collections of the Departments of Forensic
Medicine and Paleoanthropic Research, and other institutions
at the faculty. It is well known that the heritage of the Techni-
cal Faculty also has many rare examples of teaching and sci-

entific achievements in the form of prototypes, blueprints and
other collections, such as the Collection of Ships at the Faculty
of Mechanical Engineering at the University of Belgrade. These,
and many other collections, unknown to the public, will be the
subject of strategic research with the aim to identify and pre-
serve this valuable material which we share with the rest of Eu-
rope and the world. The interpretation of the university herit-
age and the presentation of materials are the result of private
and public initiatives, created in order to improve science and
teaching, as well as to learn about less-known cultural history
related to higher education.

attitude of the academic community to archival and other ma-
terials, i.e. the history of science, is a common occurrence. It is
not unusual for our heritage to be seen as invaluable obsolete
items that unnecessarily occupy space. Such phenomena are
a serious threat which endangers the safety and duration of
this heritage, and this is a risk factor for the future of the uni-
versity heritage. In this sense, the Catalogue of the University
Heritage of Serbia also serves to raise awareness of the impor-
tance of this unique heritage, and is significant for preventive
action to stop the permanent and irreversible devastation of
our academic heritage.

The museum is part of the Department of Anatomy at the Fac-
ulty of Veterinary Medicine. It was founded in 1938, thanks to
Professor Vladeta Simi¢, who was also its first director. The crea-
tion of the collection began with the gathering of items needed
for teaching purposes. All of the museum’s exhibits are still used
to teach students of veterinary medicine, and the museum is
open for pupils and students of other faculties.

First World War. One belonged to Duke Petar Bojovi¢ and the
other to General Vojislav Tomi¢. The Anatomical Museum of
Veterinary Medicine contains several different collections, in-
cluding the Collection of Formalin Preparations. It also has a
large number of plaster models of domestic animals and their
organs. The Collection of Skeletons of Animals needed for the
study of veterinary anatomy is also extensive.

the history of veterinary science. The library of the Department
of Anatomy, in which the museum is also located, has important
archive material and extensive photographic documentation
which can be used to reconstruct the course of the develop-
ment of veterinary anatomy in Serbia. The museum’s collection
also contains documentation (indexes, diplomas, awards) of the
founder and chairman of the museum, Professor Simic, whose
bust was unveiled at the entrance to the Anatomical Museum
during the celebration of the 80 anniversary of the faculty.

The Botanical Garden was founded in 1874 by the Ministry of
Education of the Principality of Serbia at the proposal of Josif
Pancic. The garden was originally in an area along the Danube
River until 1888, when flooding almost completely destroyed its
collection of plants. The following year, King Milan Obrenovi¢
donated to the Grand School, which later became the University
of Belgrade, land inherited from Master Jevrem Obrenovic, after
whom the garden was named “Jevremovac”.

During
the World Wars, the Herbarium was partially destroyed. Dur-
ing World War I, part of it was sent to Vienna, Zagreb, Sara-
jevo and Budapest by the occupying power, and was never
returned. This collection is not only a scientific institution of
the highest rank and a cultural and historical monument, but
it is also essential reading material used for the preservation
of the Balkan peninsula flora and vegetation. Furthermore, it
is a valuable heritage which bears witness to the scientists and
institutions that have contributed to its enlargement, as well

The Collection of Minerals and Rocks is to be found in the De-
partment of Mineralogy, Crystallography, Petrology and Geo-
chemistry. The collection is open to researchers and students,
and serves as a teaching and scientific base. What makes this
collection unique is the fact that, apart from its importance for
the history of geological sciences in Serbia, it is the first ever
collection of the University of Belgrade.

General Geological Collection of the Grand School was divided
into two thematic collections: mineralogy and petrology, and ge-
ology and palaeontology. In the period after World War 11, since
1962, the Collection of Minerals and Rocks, as well as the Pale-
ontological Collection, a total of around 25,000 exhibits, can be
found at the Faculty of Mining and Geology in Belgrade.

The number of samples continues to increase thanks to field
studies and practical training, exchanges with other institu-
tions, as well as purchases, bequests and gifts. Among these
gifts, the two that stand out in particular are the so-called Rus-

The collection contains about 10, 000 specimens of minerals,
rocks and ores from Serbia, as well as many from world famous
sites. It also contains 500 specimens of various minerals. Among
these minerals there are a number of new mineral species dis-
covered for the first time in Serbia, such as jadarite, takovite and
studenicite. For practical teaching purposes, the total body is
divided into 28 collections of minerals and 7 collections of rock.
Of these, it is important to mention the Collection of Precious
Jewels, the Collection of Minerals from the Trepca mines, as well

The university’s legacy to the faculty, the library, founded in
1980, is one of the oldest libraries in the Balkans and was taken
from Josif Panci¢’s book collection at the Grand School.

The Collection of Old Scientific Instruments
in the Laboratory for Experimental Psychology at the Faculty of Philosophy

The Collection of Old Scientific Instruments in the Laboratory
for Experimental Psychology was an attempt to preserve a part
of the history of this science in Serbia. The collection currently
contains about a hundred instruments covering different areas
of experimental psychology. The largest part of the collection
in Belgrade originated from the war reparations from Germany
to the Kingdom of Yugoslavia following World War 1. In 1931,
Professor Borislav Stevanovi¢ asked for the instruments as he

had the intention of setting up a psychological laboratory at
the Faculty of Philosophy. However, it was only in late 1974 that
Professor Predrag Ognjenovi¢ founded the Laboratory of Ex-
perimental Psychology, where the instruments were placed. Dur-
ing 1982, Professor Aleksandar Kostic restored the instruments
and formed the Collection of Old Scientific Instruments in the
Laboratory for Experimental Psychology, which in 1992 became
part of the Museum of Science and Technology of Serbia. The

Zimmerman, a precision engineer in the world’s first psychologi-
cal laboratory, which was founded in 1879 by Wilhelm Wundt in
Leipzig. Other instruments were made by other manufacturers,
such as Dil, Bullitt, Palmer, etc.

Instruments in the collection can be divided into devices for
testing visual and auditory perception, memory and learning,
kymographs and ergographs and devices for testing emotions.
Located in the library of the Department of Psychology, together

The museum’s predecessor is the Collection of the History of
Physical Culture which was founded in 1946, immediately after
the establishment of the State Institution for Physiculture. It
served as a place for practical training in the history of physi-
cal culture, where theoretical knowledge was acquired and up-
graded. Precisely this frame, in which the future faculty and col-
lection were developed simultaneously in the same place, and
where the first generation of students was educated, as well as

the fact that these processes are interdependent, defines The
Sport Museum as a university museum. Parallel with the col-
lection and the systematization of material that thematically
belongs to the history of sport in general, material that directly
documents the development of teaching and science at the fac-
ulty was also collected over the years. At the end of the 1979,
the collection officially became The Museum of Physical Culture
of Serbia, which directly points to the expansion of its opera-

Since 2008, it has organised
group visits of primary and secondary schools from all over Serbia
and abroad. To date, 6,500 pupils have visited the museum. The
Laboratories of Great Serbian Chemists exhibition was held in
2013 and in the course of one month it had 3,500 visitors. ™

The Heritage of the Department of Astronomy

Astronomy has been studied in Serbia since 1854, when astro-
physics was included as part of the curriculum at the Grand
School. With the appointment of Milan Nedeljkovi¢ as a pro-
fessor at the Grand School and the first trustee of the Meteor-
ological Observatory, astronomy as a separate science began
to develop rapidly. Among the prominent lecturers, special at-
tention must be given to Milutin Milankovi¢, creator of the the-
ory of climate change. Furthermore, craters on the Moon and

at the Faculty of Mathematics

on the planet Mars have been named after him. His name was
also given to a small planet in the main asteroid belt, which was
discovered in 1936. At the Department of Astronomy there are
a number of teaching aids as well as instruments for scientific
research which were used in former times. Most of the histori-
cal materials documenting the development of astronomical sci-
ences in Serbia are among the bequests of the Serbian Acade-
my of Sciences and Arts (SANU) and the Observatory Museum.

The items that have remained in the department are stored in
cabinets and are not presented as a part of the collection. Of
special interest are the teaching aids and instruments which
are used in practical teaching even today.

With the wave of romanticism in 19" century Europe came a
passion for the past, and was fertile ground for the creation
of many numismatic collections. Among them are three large
numismatic collections which were donated to the University
of Belgrade.

The Weifert Collection, gathered by the well-known family
of Ignatz Mihailo Weifert, and his sons, Hugo and Georg, from
Pancevo, is the result of four decades of hard work.

fer the collection from Pancevo to the Dorotheum in Vienna.
According to his wishes, it was bequeathed to the University of
Belgrade in 1923. Two years later it was returned to Serbia, and
in 1956 it was handed over to the National Museum in Belgrade
for preservation, study and exhibitions, where it remains today.
The collection is housed in the original cabinet, as intended by
its benefactor.

Roman provinces of Upper Moesia, Dalmatia and Pannonia, as
well as money from the Byzantine Empire, and medieval Frie-
sacher pfennigs and the European thalers.

The Collection of Ljubomir Kovacevi¢, an academic and pro-
fessor at the Grand school, by its volume and the systematic
process of collecting is an example of long-term work which start-
ed on time and was done with a lot of knowledge. The systema-
tized archive material marked a new approach to the study of
money, based on its origin and storage and devoid of romantic
patriotism, is proof of this. The lesser part of the collection of
3,080 specimens is made up of ancient coins, while the larger

The University Library “Svetozar Markovi¢” in Belgrade, as a na-
tionally significant institution of culture, has an important task
and responsibility to nurture the cultural and historical univer-
sity heritage of Serbia, and make it available to all users.

The library was originally created from the Library of the
Lyceum of the Principality of Serbia and was the first purpose-
built library in Serbia. Shortly after World War I, Professor Pav-
le Popovic initiated the establishment of a general library for

The city
of Belgrade gave land to the university, a former racetrack, to
build the campus, and the amount of $100,000 was approved
by the Carnegie Endowment to build and equip the library. The
foundation stone was laid on 23rd June 1921, in the presence
of The Crown Prince Regent Aleksandar, who placed a parch-
ment with the date and names of those present into the stone
while the national anthem was being played.

This monumental and representative building is one of the
most beautiful buildings in Belgrade. It contains a student read-
ing room in the English Renaissance style and a teacher read-
ing room in the Italian Renaissance style, which leaves no one
indifferent even today.

The University Library has evolved over the years as a sci-
entific institution that was directed towards the collection of
literature for the research purposes of professors and schol-
ars, as well as textbooks for students of the University of Bel-
grade. In the beginning, the library collection was increased
with books from seminar libraries, and later with books which
were purchased as part of the German reparations agreement,

The Centre for Fisheries and Applied Hydrobiology “Little Dan-
ube” is located on an experimental farm called Radmilovac. It is
a scientific and educational farm for research and the education
of students, as well as those who love water and wildlife. Here
one can acquire new skills and improve and increase existing
knowledge. The centre consists of a main building with two
modern halls which are equipped for spawning and selection
used in the 25 lakes for fish farming and experimental research,

at the Faculty of Agriculture

where selection and fishing programmes are realised. The centre
also has a live model of the river Little Danube - the lower part
is now under water, and the rest of it will be put into function
when conditions are met. It includes a small botanical garden
and a public aquarium with fish that inhabit the Danube and its
tributaries. Within the centre, there is an island with a fisher-
man’s cabin which is used as a fishing museum.

The Collections at the Faculty of Fine Arts

The collections at the Faculty of Fine Arts have multiple pur-
poses and significance. Their role in the creation of the identi-
ty of the Academy of Fine Arts, founded in 1937, was substan-
tial. The oldest state institution of its kind in Serbia today it is
known as the Faculty of Fine Arts. The academy’s artworks, as
well as the faculty’s collections, are not only necessary teach-
ing aids, but are important artistic achievements of both well-
known national and European authors.

The collections were comprised of two interconnected seg-
ments, pedagogical and artistic, presenting both fine art peda-
gogy from the past and current artistic creativity. The faculty
collections were established in 1948, when the artist Uros Predi¢
gave 23 of his drawings as a gift. Over time, the faculty collec-
tions, which consisted also of works inherited from the private
Art School and The Academy, were expanded with the works of
professors and other artists, as well as those purchased from

or donated by students. The total number of artistic works of
the faculty comprises of about 250 paintings and sculptures,
as well as 80,000 graphic prints. Since 2015, the collections of
the Faculty of Fine Arts have been digitized, which allows them
to be accessed by a wide audience and connected via the in-
ternet with the academic heritage of European and world uni-
versities.

The Teaching Art Collection contains approximately 50 teach-
ing aids which comprise of reproductions and plaster moulds of
famous works of art from the past, including copies of Byzantine
frescos by Professor Jaroslav Kratina.

The Collections at the Faculty of Music

The academic heritage of the Faculty of Music consists of col-
lections of a variety of items used for teaching, as well as for
historical and theoretical research.

The Collection of Audio Materialis kept in the phonographic
archive at the faculty and contains music clips from field sur-
veys carried out by teachers and staff from the Department of
Ethnomusicology, with the oldest clip dating back to 1951. In
his research of the music traditions of Boka Kotorska (Mon-

tenegro), a collection was compiled by the composer Professor
Nikola Hercigonja. There is a total of 748 tapes, with more than
360 hours of material recorded in a studio as well as semi-pro-
fessionally. The digitalization of the collection is in progress.
The Collection of Various Music Items, Sheet Music and Au-
dio Material, which contains professional literature, is kept in the
library of the faculty, which was founded immediately after the
opening of the Academy of Musicin 1937. The collection is the larg-

The Collection at the Faculty of Pedagogy in Sombor

The Collection at the Faculty of Pedagogy in Sombor is the
immediate successor to more than two centuries of the long
tradition of the education of Serbian teachers in Sombor. It is
the inheritor of the renowned educational institutions of our
nation, Norma, which was established in 1778 and Preparan-
dija, the first Serbian Teachers’ College, founded in 1812. The
material which traces the history of these schools is displayed
in the Memorial Room of Norma and Preparandija, at the Fac-
ulty of Pedagogy in Sombor. The collection consists of several

parts: the Collection of Archival Material (minutes, reports,
journals), the Collection of Old and Rare Books, the Collection
of Photographs and the Collection of Paintings and Portraits.
In addition, there is also the Sollection of Old Teaching Aids, as
well as the Collection of Awards, Seals and Sculptures.
Among the Archive Collection, of great importance are the
oldest record of the Protocol of the Serbian Preparandija from
1812, in Latin, a handwritten catalogue of books from Preparan-

The Collections of the Faculty of Natural Sciences and Mathematics

The Faculty of Natural Sciences and Mathematics in Pristina,
due to well-known circumstances arising after the NATO bomb-
ing in 1999, was relocated to Kosovska Mitrovica. Among the
surviving property of the faculty, there are several valuable col-
lections which are used for teaching and research purposes at
this institution.

The Collection of Amphibians and Reptiles from the Territory
of Serbia and Montenegro consists of hundreds of specimens

of different species, including six species of frogs (Anura), two
species of tailed amphibians (Caudata), three species of lizards
(Lacertilia), six species of snakes (Ophidia) and one species of
turtle (Chelonia). The specimens were collected in the period
from 1999 to 2016 and are preserved in a solution (4% - 10%)
of formaldehyde, and kept in a solution of 70% ethyl alcohol,
in the form of a wet collection.

The Herbarium of Vascular Plants from Rogozno Mountain
is the result of research that was necessary for the preparation
of a particular doctoral dissertation. It contains 815 taxa of vas-
cular plants in over 2,000 units of herborized material. It also
includes Psilophyta, three types of horsetails (Equisetophyta),
thirteen species of ferns (Polypodiophyta), three types of gym-

The university legacy is a set of tangible and intangible culture created within the academic
community as a result of teaching and science. Therefore, it is invaluable for understanding the
history of our universities. The Collection of Minerals and Rocks, which was donated to Prince
Milo3 Obrenovi¢ by Baron von Herder in 1835 and later bequethed by the prince to the University of
Belgrade, is considered to be the founding collection of this kind of heritage in Serbia. The process
of collecting and a strong commitment to the creation of special academic units which safeguard
inherited unique examples of the existence of higher education institutions, is continuous and

has been taking place for almost 180 years, but only now with this catalogue does our university
heritage receive its long-deserved place in the cultural circles of the country.
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
